WEIMARANER (LONGHAIR) 
Junior Dog

1.  AUST CH GREYVALE HOLY SMOKE – Masculine longhaired dog, nearly out of his age class.  Strong bone, substantial, moves well.  Coat texture-wise fine but colour is a problem at the moment.  He’s a bit bleached looking, other than that he shows a lot of promise. 
DOG CHALLENGE & BEST OF BREED.
Intermediate Dog
1.  AUST CH SHARLANI FUDGIE BEAR - Well balanced dog, medium to large size. Good topline, slightly lower set in his tail, a little steep in shoulder and lacking forechest.  I would like slightly more strength of muzzle, particularly where he is slightly cut away under the eye, but an excellent moving dog.
Open Dog

1.  AUST CH GRAUSTURM VERY SIRIUS GREY – Masculine dog, very deep and developed in the chest area.  Moves well. Slightly short in the ear, adequate coat. 
RESERVE DOG CHALLENGE & RUNNER UP BEST OF BREED.
Challenge Dog Line up: Three distinctly different types of dogs here.  The youngest – Junior Dog has forechest and better reach and drive.  The Intermediate Dog – very high tailset and carries it very high on the move & the Open Dog – paced slightly, but also has reasonable reach and drive. Open Dog is heavy in his front foot fall, Intermediate Dog is quite loose in front on the move.  The Junior Dog on the move is the best in my opinion.
Australian Bred Bitch

1.  AUST CH GRAUSTURM TAKE THE LEAD – Nice sized bitch not enjoying the show ring. Quite well constructed but doesn’t show herself on the move.  BITCH CHALLENGE
Best of Breed is the Junior Dog – he presents himself extremely well on the move and the bitch again, is just not wanting to do it.  Runner Up Best of Breed is the Open Dog – he is slightly short stepping on the move but overall balance is better. 
WEIMARANERS

Minor Puppy Dog:
1.  TALFRYN COLORADO DOWN UNDER - A promising young dog.  On the move, extremely sound out and back. Slightly straight in shoulder. Has very good proportions, nice head,very prominent nose. Colour is ok at this stage, as he is starting to change coat.  Overall a promising puppy.
Puppy Dog:
1.  BROMHUND LET ME LOOSE – Masculine dog, flows well. Strong head, good bone and substance and deep forechest. Stands proud. Slightly close behind. 
2.  HUNTR’SDALE CRACK SHOT - Very nice coloured dog, taller. Slightly weaker in the head as far as strength of muzzle. Steeper in shoulder but very good on the move.
Junior Dog:
1. SILVASHEEN HIT THE ROAD JACK - Well proportioned dog.  Moving freely. Some concern with coat colour which could be better, as he is displaying some light tan markings, probably due to change of coat. Well balanced dog, moves well.
2.  GRISEUS JOVITA’S NUMERO - Very pleasant head. Strong topline on the move, but his proportions for me are too short and deep in the body for the height. On the out and back he is not tracking true.
Intermediate Dog:
1. FYRESIDE GOLDEN EYE – Pleasant type of dog and still a little immature. Even though this dog is straighter in shoulder and not as developed in the chest, his movement is fluid. He has good colour and pigmentation. Holds his topline well on the move. 
2. AUST CH BROMHUND BACK TO BASICS (AI) - Stacked up, he presents quite well with well angled proportions, but doesn’t stand over his front well and he has an atypical head.
Australian Bred Dog:
1. AUST CH GRAUHUND IM TRUBLED BY U – Longer cast dog who looks a little short on leg, but moves extremely well.  Strong dog, has good bone and substance and a very typical head.  Good pigment but his coat appears to have been affected by the sun.
2. AUST CH FYRESIDE DOUBLE OH SEVEN (AI) ET -   Rather unruly dog.  Very nice coat colour. Typical head.  Rather broad in his front but doesn’t display this on the move. 
3. AUST CH FYRESIDE FLY ME TO THE MOON – Another very classic silver grey dog with great pigmentation.  Has difficulty standing over his front but on the move is very good.
4. TALFRYN TOAST OF THE TOWN – Extremely large male, good colour, moves OK but lacking in second thigh.
Open Dog:
1. AUST CH/AM GR CH PIKES PEAK ROCKY MOUNTAIN HIGH (IMP. USA) – 
Strong, masculine dog, very nice head, well proportioned, good length of ribcage, good second thigh, good reach and drive.  Was a little lazy at times on the move, but a very nice type of dog. DOG CHALLENGE, BEST OF BREED & BEST IN SHOW.
2. SUP CH SILKWIND TURN ME LOOSE TO BROMHUND (IMP. USA) - A very upright dog and a little steeper in shoulder than the first place. Smooth, sleek coat. Good expression and tailset, also has good second thigh.  Slightly less definition however when stacked. RESERVE DOG CHALLENGE.
3. AUST CH GRAUHUND JUST DZINA JEANS (AI) (IMP. NZ) ET – Very compact dog. On the move he holds his topline extremely well.  Slightly exaggerated and for me, his proportions are not right.  I think he should be longer to balance his height, but very smooth and sleek.
4. AUST CH GRAYSVILLE AVANTE GARDE AT AMARIGE (IMP. NZ) - Another masculine dog, good colour, good coat. Unfortunately, handling has let him down somewhat, as his front is quite loose.
Challenge Dog line up: A line up of Masculine dogs which all moved well in profile, so I am very happy to award them their places. I have tried not to hone in on faults but award virtues. If I was to criticise the dogs that I have seen so far, please watch front angulation, length of ear, colour and out and back movement.

Minor Puppy Bitch:
1. GRAUHUND ROCK YOUR SOCKS - Very nice type of puppy. Good proportions, well balanced. Very pretty, feminine head. Colour is very good.  Bitch is very promising.
Puppy Bitch:
1. BROMHUND LUSCIOUS LUSTER - Well proportioned feminine bitch who once settled down on the move, moved well. Has very nice flow of neck into shoulder. 
2. BROMHUND MEET ME IN PARIS - Also a very nice moving bitch. Hasn’t got quite the definition of second thigh as the first bitch and has a slightly receding back skull, but very sound on the move.
3. HUNTR’SDALE UNIQUE DANCER - Bitch with a very good topline and hindquarter, a little steeper in front than 1st & 2nd bitches but holds her topline well on the move.
4. BROMHUND JUST IT - Very pretty bitch, but is let down when moving, as she is throwing her front around and needs to firm up, but she has promise.
Junior Bitch:
1. GRAUHUND PEEK A BOO - Very sleek, smooth bitch. Strong topline on the move. At this stage, needs a little more development in front but other than that, a very feminine bitch and sound on the move.
2.  AUST CH BESKO LADY ABOUT TOWN (AI) - Strong bitch, with a strong head, moving well. A little soft in her topline and heavier in condition. 
Intermediate Bitch:

1.  BROMHUND EXOTIC TAILS - Feminine bitch, nice proportions, moves well, holds her topline well. Slightly out of coat at the moment. 
2.  AUST CH FYRESIDE GO GETTER - Similar sized bitch. Smooth and sleek, not quite as well angulated in the forequarter. Holds her topline well.
3. FYRESIDE GRACE THE FLOOR - Very similar to second bitch. Also a little straight in shoulder.  Good topline & all three bitches moved well.
Australian Bred Bitch:

1. AUST CH LUKEDOM THE EYEZ HAVE IT CCD RN TDX - Lovely feminine bitch with a beautiful front, lovely flow of neck into shoulder. Moves well. Excellent proportions. A very nice bitch. CHALLENGE BITCH & RUNNER UP BEST IN SHOW.

2. AUST CH FYRESIDE DOUBLE OR NOTHING (AI) CD RE TD ET - Has a good flow of neck into shoulder. Very deep through the loin area. Slightly straighter in shoulder or perhaps a little short in upper arm, but moves fluidly.

3. AUST CH GRAUSTURM VIOLET’S PORTRAIT - Again, slightly shorter in neck but a feminine bitch, good coat.

4. AUST CH BROMHUND MADISON AVENUE (AI) - Older style bitch, very deep through the body and not showing herself well on the move.
Open Bitch:
1. SUP CH CARNMELLIS JOVITA ASHLAREN (IMP. NZ) - Very typical Weimaraner bitch with excellent proportions, moving extremely well. Very feminine head. I would not like her any longer in loin, but her proportions balance out very well. RESERVE CHALLENGE BITCH.
2. AUST CH GRAUHUND JUSTA MIRACLE (AI) (IMP. NZ) - Also another lovely looking bitch. Slightly up on leg to the first place. Very smooth neck into shoulder, same as the first. Just not quite as smooth on the move.
3. AUST CH WEISUP LAVA LUSCIOUS AT BROMHUND (IMP. NZ) – A little shorter in back than the other two, but a nice moving bitch with a good forechest and front angulation flowing well.
Challenge Bitch: A very feminine bitch, beautifully balanced and proportions are very good. I finally chose her for my Challenge winner as she is a little firmer through the body. 
Open Neuter Bitch - These three bitches are very lovely. All are a little older and of course, neutered.
1. DUAL CH (T) NEUT CH LUKEDOM BLU MOON OVR HAVANA CCD - Displays correct proportions length to height, nice front with good flow of neck into shoulder.
2. AUST CH DIVANI PACK UP YR TROUBLES ET (AI) - Not really wanting to do it and not showing herself very well. But she’s sleek, with a good front, but not the same proportions as the first placegetter. 
3. AUST CH YLAND IN THE MOOD - Darker type of bitch, with a good topline, not quite the flow of neck into shoulder as the other two. But all three bitches are quality bitches.
