JUDGE’S CRITIQUE
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Judge: Mrs. Stephanie Hedgepath (USA)
I was quite pleased with my entry overall.  As always, there were a number of exhibits that were out of balance front to rear.  In making placements, one will often place a dog that is balanced in their lack of angulation over a dog with a straight front and a well angled rear.  A dog that is balanced but lacking angulation takes more steps to cover the ground than would a well angled dog. After a day of hunting the dog that is balanced in their lack of angulation will be very tired at the end of the day, but the dog that is out of balance front to rear will eventually break down.  Thus, the well balanced dog is to be prized over the dog that is out of balance.

WEIMARANERS

BABY PUPPY DOG
1st – GRAUSTURM BLADE RUNNER: Lovely young pup with excellent overall breed type.  Excellent head with good reach of neck.  Already showing good prosternum in front.  He had good reach of neck blending well into a firm topline.  Showed a fairly good sidegait, though he was rather loose, most likely due to his age.  He was clean going and loose coming.  Overall a lovely pup with a bright future. BEST BABY PUPPY IN SHOW.
MINOR PUPPY DOG
Two really nice young dogs !

1st -  WALDWIEZE DON’T ASK WHY (IMP. NZ): Excellent overall type with smooth, flowing lines in profile.  Excelled in correct bone and substance. Lovely head,  excellent reach of neck blending well into a firm topline both standing and in motion.  Excellent feet.  He was a bit loose coming and clean going.  Very good, easy sidegait. BEST MINOR PUPPY IN SHOW.
2nd -  BROMHUND BACK TO BASICS (AI): Another pup of excellent overall type.  He had a good head on a fair reach of neck blending into a correct firm topline both standing and in motion. He, too, showed correct bone and substance.  He was a bit looser coming than the dog above and had a tendency to stand a bit east and west on occasion. Clean going. Excellent feet. Tended to kick up a bit behind.  Overall, a very nice pup!

JUDGE’S CRITIQUE (Cont…)

PUPPY DOG

1st – BROMHUND XCLUSIVE VINTAGE (AI):  Another pup with very good overall  type.  Excelled in head.  Neck appeared to be a bit short due to the forwardly place front assembly. Topline firm both standing and moving. On the side, he had more rear drive than front reach.   Clean going, toes in a bit coming.  Excellent feet.    

JUNIOR DOG

1st -  SILKWIND TURN ME LOOSE TO BROMHUND (IMP. USA):   Excellent overall type with a lovely silhouette showing correct proportions of height to body length and smooth curves in all the right places.   Excellent, masculine head. Good reach of neck blending into a firm back when standing.  Showing good prosternum in front. Excellent depth of chest.  Slightly upright in shoulder but still had good reach in front which was in balance with the drive behind.  Correct bend of stifle.   There could be a slight roll to his topline at times.  He had excellent substance with good bone. Good feet. Correct topline. Clean coming and going and balanced on the side.  Overall a handsome young dog with a sterling future. I was pleased to award him the RESERVE DOG CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE and BEST JUNIOR IN SHOW.
2nd -  AUST CH GRAUHUND JUST DZINA JEANS (AI) (IMP. NZ):  Very good overall type.  Correct, masculine head.  Too upright in pasterns causing front feet to be slightly splayed.  Toes out a bit coming, clean going.  Kicks up behind on side due to more angulation in the rear than in the front.
INTERMEDIATE DOG

1st -  AUST CH GRAYSVILLE AVANTE GARDE AT AMARIGE (IMP. NZ): Excellent overall type.  Lovely outline with correct proportions of height to body length.  Handsome head with good reach of neck. Excellent prosternum in front..  He was clean going and a little loose coming.  Held topline firm in motion.  A bit off balance on the side with  bit more more rear drive than front reach. Overall, a handsome dog of correct type.  INTERMEDIATE IN SHOW.
2nd -  AUST CH FYRESIDE FLY ME TO THE MOON:  Another dog of lovely overall breed type. In outline he didn’t have quite the reach of neck or bend of stifle of the dog above. His front was set a bit forward on the dog’s ribcage. He was clean going and loose coming.  

AUSTRALIAN BRED DOG

1st -  NAMBEAPARK MASTER JAGGER:  A dog well up to size of good substance and very good overall type. He was a bit on the coarse side.   Moved well coming and going. Easy sidegait with excellent reach of neck and correct bend of stifle. Won on overall type and balanced movement.
2nd -  SILVASHEEN OSKA DLARENTA:  More moderate in size and more refined in bone than the dog above.  Masculine head that balanced with the rest of the dog.  Good reach of neck.  Slightly straighter in the front than in the rear.  Loose coming, clean going.  Fairly balanced on side, though he took too many steps to cover the ground than the dog above.  

3rd -  FYRESIDE DOUBLE OH SEVEN (AI):  Moderate sized dog of very good overall type.  Lovely silhouette standing with an excellent head.  He was balanced in all ways, but not as good on the move as those above. 

JUDGE’S CRITIQUE (Cont…)

OPEN DOG

1st – SUPREME CH/DUAL CH (T) AM CH NANI’S SOVEREIGN CROSS CHECK JH (IMP. USA):  Dog of moderate size with excellent substance without being overdone in any way.  Excellent overall breed type.  Beautiful silhouette showing the correct prosternum in front and the correct proportions of height to body length.  Masculine head on a correctly arched reach of neck that blended smoothly into the firm backline. Excellent, tight feet. Clean coming and going with a smooth, balanced sidegait.  To be ideal, I’d like to see a bit more ground covered with each step. Still, he was so beautifully balanced in all ways and he could not be denied the DOG CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE and BEST OPEN in SHOW.

2nd – AUST CH BROMHUND IN THE KNOW:  Larger male with good overall type. Excelled in head type.  His front was placed too far forward which spoiled an otherwise lovely outline.  He was clean going and loose coming.  On the side he had more rear drive than front reach which put him a bit out of balance in motion. 

MINOR PUPPY BITCH

1st - BROMHUND BACK IN TIME (AI):  Puppy girl showing excellent overall breed type.  Her front was placed a bit forward on the ribcage though it did not spoil her outline. Lovely bend of stifle.  Showed a bit of prosternum forward. She is very feminine with a beautiful head.  Clean going, a bit loose coming where she could stand slightly east-west at times.  Even with her minor faults, she won on her easy, flowing sidegait and lovely head. 

2nd – BROMHUND AFTER ALL:  Another lovely girl, more refined than the bitch above.  Lovely head, good reach of neck. She had a tendency to post with a front that was too far forward on her ribcage.  Even so, she had a fairly good sidegait with her foot timing just off a bit. She was fairly clean coming with only a very slight paddling motion with the front feet.  Slightly wide going. Just not quite as balanced as the pup above, but still overall a lovely girl.

3rd – ASHLAREN HEAVENS TO BETSY:  More compact overall and a bit shorter in back than those above with very good overall breed type.  Lovely head.  Good prosternum showing in front. She had rear angulation to match the angles in the front and a good rear with an unexaggerated bend in stifle.  She held her topline well on the move and was clean coming and going.  Her sidegait was balanced, but more restricted than the two above.  Still, she presented a very pretty picture.
PUPPY BITCH

Lovely group !
1st – WEISUP LAVA LUSCIOUS AT BROMHUND (IMP. NZ):  Excellent overall breed type.  She had a lovely outline with correct proportions of height to body length. Correct substance for her size.  Lovely, feminine head on an excellent reach of neck.  In outline, she had a correct topline standing but could look a bit high in the rear on occasion when in motion which I mostly attribute to her age. Lovely bend of stifle.  She was clean going and a little loose coming.  Her balanced sidegait helped her to win the top spot in this class. BEST PUPPY IN SHOW.
JUDGE’S CRITIQUE (Cont…)

2nd – WALDWIEZE DIRTY LIL SECRET (IMP. NZ):  Another puppy of lovely overall type. She had a good head on a good reach of neck.  In outline, her front was a bit forward on the ribcage which only slightly marred her overall silhouette. She was a bit wide going and slightly loose coming.  Even so, she had a fairly balanced sidegait though she did have a tendency to over reach underneath at times.
3rd – ELZYIAN BORN TO BE GRAYT:  More compact overall than those above.  She had a lovely head and the correct substance for her size.  Moderate reach of neck.  She was balanced in angulation front to rear though to be ideal she needed more angles on both ends.  Therefore, her sidegait was a bit busy as she took more steps to cover the ground than the two above.

JUNIOR BITCH

Two nice girls – quite different in style.

1st – AUST CH GRAUSTURM XTRA XTRA:  This bitch was very elegant with a lovely head and excellent reach of neck. She presented a lovely silhouette when standing. She showed good prosternum in front.  Her topline was firm and of the correct length both standing and on the move.  She was clean going and somewhat loose coming.   Her sidegait was out of balance as she kicked up behind.  

2nd – AUST CH GRAUHUND JUSTA MIRACLE (AI) (IMP. NZ):  Another lovely girl. Not quite as elegant as the bitch above.  She had a lovely, feminine head with fairly good reach of neck.  Balanced angles front and rear, though each was slightly less than ideal.  She had less bend of stifle than the bitch above.  Clean coming and going with a balanced though slightly busy sidegait.  Overall, a very nice girl.
INTERMEDIATE BITCH

1st – AUST CH TREUGRAU BLACK STAHR - She presented excellent overall breed type she had a lovely outline of smooth curves.  Lovely,very feminine head.  Beautiful,elegant silhouette.  Her excellent reach of neck blended well into her backline which remained firm when standing and on the move.  She was slightly wide going and a bit loose coming but she made up for it with her lovely, far-reaching side gait.  She could kick up a bit behind on occasion, but her overall elegant picture and ground covering sidegait put her to the top in a class of good bitches. 
2nd – AUST CH FYRESIDE DOUBLE OR NOTHING (AI):  Smaller than the bitch above, she had very good overall breed type.  Not quite as elegant as the bitch above.  Lovely head on good reach of neck, blending well into a firm backline both when standing and in motion.  In outline she showed good prosternum in front but only moderate bend in stifle and her front assembly was a little too far forward on the ribcage.  Sidegait was balanced in her foot timing, but she took a few too many steps to cover the same amount of ground as the one above. 
3rd – AUST CH WALDWIESE A CAUSE FOR APPLAUSE:   A feminine bitch smaller than those above.  She had excellent bone and substance that perfectly fit her size. Very good overall breed type.  Lovely outline showing good prosternum in front, fair reach of neck blending into a good topline. Excellent feet.  She was not as clean coming and going as those above and had a fairly balanced, but busy sidegait.  

JUDGE’S CRITIQUE (Cont…)

AUSTRALIAN BRED BITCH

1st – AUST CH BROMHUND FIRST CLASS (AI):  A truly lovely bitch of excellent overall type, she caught my eye when she first entered the ring.  She exudes breed type with an elegant silhouette of all smooth curves from her arched neck to her lovely bend of stifle in the rear. She had excellent proportions of height to body length. Showed good prosternum in front. SheA lovely, feminine head topped a beautiful arched neck that blends smoothly into a firm backline, both when standing and moving.  Her front was just slightly forward on her ribcage and she tended to post a wee bit at times, but not enough to mar her lovely silhouette. Excellent feet.  Moved well on the side though she had a bit more rear drive than front reach. Held her topline well on the move and was clean coming and going.  I was pleased to award her the BITCH CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE, BEST OF BREED and BEST AUSTRALIAN BRED IN SHOW and BEST IN SHOW.
2nd – ASHLAREN LULU LOVES TO LIMBO:  Excellent overall type and correct silhouette.  Her front assembly was moved forward on the ribcage though she still had a good show of prosternum in the front.  She was fairly clean coming and going but decreased angles front and rear produced a balanced but busy sidegait where she took more steps than the bitch above to cover the same amount of ground.  Still a lovely girl that I was pleased to award the RESERVE BITCH CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE.

3rd – GRAUSTURM TASSIE TREASURE:  Very good overall type with a lovely head. Not quite the reach of neck as those above.  Good topline standing and on the move.  Clean going, slightly wide coming. Balanced, but busy sidegait.  

OPEN BITCH

1st – AUST CH BROMHUND CENTER PIECE:  Excellent overall type.  Lovely outline though the front was a bit far forward causing the neck to look shorter. Feminine head.  Excellent prosternum.  A shortened upper arm, caused her to be somewhat wide coming. Good feet.  Clean going. Topline firm standing and in motion. Balanced sidegait though slightly busy.  
2nd – AUST CH CARNMELLIS JOVITA ASHLAREN (IMP. NZ):  Very good overall breed type.  Better reach of neck than the dog above but she was somewhat straight in bend of stifle. Good feet.  Balanced sidegait, just not as balanced overall as bitch above.

3rd -  AUST CH BROMHUND NEW REVIEW:  Very good overall breed type.  Lovely silhouette with good reach of neck and good show of prosternum.  Excellent feet. Good bend of stifle.  Kicked up behind on sidegait due to straighter front than rear angulation.
JUDGE’S CRITIQUE (Cont…)

WEIMARANER LONGHAIR

PUPPY DOG
1st – AUST CH WALDWIESE COZ I CAN:  Puppy showing very good overall type with a lovely outline of smooth curves.  He had a correct, masculine head, and good proportions of height to body length. Showing good prosternum in front.  Moderate and balanced, he had good reach of neck blending well into a firm topline both standing and in motion. Excellent feet. Clean coming and going with a balanced, ground covering sidegait.  A very nice young dog with a bright future, I was pleased to award him the DOG CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE.
INTERMEDIATE DOG

1st – AUST CH GRAUSTURM VERY SIRIUS GREY:  Youngster showing very good overall type.  Good prosternum, good head, steady topline and very good balance in angulation front to rear. Moderate bend of stifle.  Excellent feet.  To be ideal, he could have had a bit more angulation on both ends so that he could cover a bit more ground with each step.  Still he moved in a balanced trot on the side and is a very nice dog overall.  RES DOG CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE and INTERMEDIATE OF BREED.
OPEN DOG

1st – AUST CH FELDJAEGER U R THE MAN CCD:  Another with very good overall type.  He had a good outline, though he was a bit short in neck.  Good prosternum, excellent feet.  Correct length of loin. Good topline standing. When moving, he took too many steps from the side to cover the same amount of ground as the dogs above. Still, he was clean coming and going and had a balanced, though busy, sidegait. 
JUNIOR BITCH

1st – GRAUSTURM YASMIN ROYAL:  Excellent overall breed type.  Lovely head.  Presented a good silhouette with smooth curves in all the right places. Showed good prosternum in front.  Excellent reach of neck into a correct, firm topline showing well defined withers.  Front had good layback, but is slightly short in upper arm, which caused her to move a bit wide in front. Clean going, easy, balanced sidegait. Lovely feet.  Moderate bend of stifle in rear. I was pleased to award her the RESERVE BITCH CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE and RUNNER UP BEST OF BREED.
INTERMEDIATE BITCH

1st – WEILANDER SHIFTING SANDS QND:  Good overall breed type.  Lovely head, excellent feet.  Good topline standing and in motion.  Overall balanced angulation but needs more angulation on both ends to be ideal.  Clean going, paddles slightly coming.  Sidegait fairly balanced, but took too many steps to cover the ground.

JUDGE’S CRITIQUE (Cont…)

AUSTRALIAN BRED BITCH

1st – AUST GR CH WALDWIESE Y WOULD YOU TD:  Excellent overall breed type.  In profile she was all beautiful, flowing curves with good prosternum showing in front.  Her excellent reach of neck flowed seamlessly into a firm topline. She excelled in head.  Excellent, tight feet.  Moved well all ways.  It was my pleasure to award her the BITCH CHALLENGE CERTIFICATE, BEST OF BREED, BEST OPPOSITE VARIETY IN SHOW and RUNNER UP BEST EXHIBIT IN SHOW.
2nd – AUST CH GRAUSTURM TAKE THE LEAD:  Lovely overall type, this bitch showed beautiful balance with excellent proportions of height to body length. Excellent feet. She had a good head on a good reach of neck that blended well into her backline.  She was balanced in motion on the side, but could have had more angulation fore and aft to enable her to cover more ground with each step.  Not quite the bend of stifle as the one above.  Toes in slightly coming, clean going.

OPEN BITCH

1st -  AUST CH GRAUSTURM THE DUCHESS:  Another with very good overall type.  She had a good outline with proper proportions of   height to body length.  A bit short in neck.  Good prosternum showing in front.  Excellent feet.  Correct length of loin.  Balanced sidegait, but took too many steps to cover the ground.  Clean coming and going. OPEN OF BREED.
